Rehearsals and Expectations

· You are expected to be available for all rehearsals (they are compulsory)
· Detailed rehearsal schedules will be updated regularly and will be posted on the “Rehearsal” tab on the “Oliver” site on Passmarc.
· You should arrive at rehearsal ‘fed and watered’ 15 minutes early to register your attendance and assist with set up.
· You should wear appropriate rehearsal clothing (comfortable, respectable and flexible eg. Musical shirt + shorts/ leggings.  Please no midriffs, gaping singlets or short bike pants)
· You should bring your Musical score (script) and a pencil. You should bring snacks, lunch and a water bottle for long rehearsals.  I encourage you to bring homework/ book in case there are occasions you are not required on stage.
· Senior Cast Members (Year 11 and 12) will be expected to undertake extra duties -arrive early to help set up, roll call, leave later to help clean up and be specifically ‘on duty’ during rehearsals to support and encourage younger cast members. 
· NO STUDENT may leave the College between the end of the school day and the beginning of rehearsal (ie. to drive off campus to purchase food at local shops).  Instead, please pack all food and drinks required for the afternoon session.  It is our duty of care to supervise you at all times.

Absenteeism

There should be no unauthorised absences at all.
Planned Absences:
· You should check the rehearsal schedule immediately and notify Mrs Terry if you can foresee a clash of dates.
· You need to give Mrs Terry a minimum of one week’s notice if you cannot attend a rehearsal for any reason.

Unplanned Absences:
· If you are sick on the day of rehearsal, you are to phone (not text) Mrs Terry (0421683720) Sending a message with another student will be considered ‘unauthorised’.
· Any unauthorised absences may jeopardise your position in this musical.  (It is important that we all take responsibility for the success of this production)

Communication and Information

The “Oliver” Passmarc site will be the official cast noticeboard and the main way of communicating with you. It is YOUR responsibility to check Passmarc regularly for all information and updated rehearsal schedules.  On occasion, there will be immediate information placed on the Student Notices and read out during morning PC.

· Students attend a normal College day (including ALL lessons) and then meet in the IGC at 12.45pm to prepare for a 1.00pm departure by bus and arriving at Runaway Sports Super Centre at approximately 1.20pm.
· Students will engage in all Musical Camp activities until the afternoon of Sunday 3 February. 
· Parents are required to collect students from Runaway Sports Super Centre at approximately 3pm on Sunday, where you will be treated to a brief performance of the work achieved over the weekend!

The 2019 rehearsal schedule will be provided very soon!  In order to participate in the musical and be a member of the cast, you must be prepared to attend:
· One lunch: for singing (If you are a lead, you may be required for 2 lunches)
· Tuesdays 3.15- 6.00pm (musical rehearsal- acting/ choreography)
· Fridays 3.15- 6.30pm (musical rehearsal- acting/ choreography)
· Sundays 10am-4pm (musical rehearsal- acting/ choreography)
Once we have confirmed the dates with the choreographer and organised the cast configuration, I will do my utmost to have students attend only 2 of the 3 scheduled rehearsal sessions for the first half of Term 1.  Obviously, this may not always be possible for students in PRINCIPAL roles.

Please be advised that in the final few weeks of Term 1 and the first 2 weeks leading up to the performance week, additional rehearsals will be scheduled to ensure we present a spectacular production to our CAC community!

You may be relieved to know that rehearsals will not be scheduled over the Christmas or Easter School Holidays, however, we will be scheduling a rehearsal over the Labour Day long weekend (likely to be Monday 6 May).  This will be confirmed at the beginning of 2019.
